Staff Report (Ken)
· Ken has been familiarizing himself with our school.  The staff, students and parents have all been very welcoming. 
· Current enrollment is 426, which is 37 students less that projected.  Will be looking at accessing infunding due to lack of funding resulting from the lower than expected enrollment.
· There will be no phones allowed in class this year.
· MIPI (Math) exams were held this week. STAR (Literacy) exams are coming up.
· Ken would like to focus on branding in the school; posters and pictures throughout school to enhance school pride.  As well, would like to make plans for working with elementary schools in areas such as drama, music, athletics.  This will both promote our school and create leadership opportunities for our students.
· An Instagram account has been started for our school.
· Flex classes will start again in October.  They will not be held at the end of the day so as not to provide opportunities for kids to skip/leave school early.
· The 8-day vs. 5 or 6-day schedules were discussed.  Changes for future may be reviewed.
· Open option for semesters will be looked at for future school years.  I.e., students will be given the option of taking different electives for second semester.
